This is an EXTREMELY RARE Innovex (a division of Hammond) Condor GSM guitar synthesizer from around 1970. This may be the first "guitar synthesizer" ever produced as I believe that it even pre-dates the Ludwig Phase II guitar synth. It creates some very cool primitive "synth" tones. The design is a very cool feature on this piece. The carrying case actually transforms into the synthesizer's stand with two locking storage compartments (I'll be including a copy of the key). This unit was sold with an exclusive pickup mounted onto a special bridge that fits most standard bridge posts. The only issue was the bridge pickup being too high to allow clearance of the Condor pickup. I've had one in the past and had to lower the bridge pickup down all the way on a guitar that I installed the pickup on. BUT, I've never seen the original Condor guitar that was made by Ovation specifically for the unit until now. Up for auction here is the FULL, COMPLETE original set up including the Ovation Condor guitar (basically an Ovation Hurricane with the pickups placed closer together) with the original case, pickup/bridge, and cable. The guitar works as a normal guitar with the 1/4" jack as well as the Condor pickup sending the signal through the synth's brain. By nature, this is fairly noisey, but everything works as it should. All settings and controls work, and this guitar has had only one owner who bought it new and kept it in excellent condition.
